911 Readdressing Waiting for Post Office Go Ahead

Bradford County has been
engaged in readdressing
each structure in the county
to ensure every resident has
a 911 emergency address.
Residents have had a ques-
tionnaire delivered, had a
letter sent to them and nu-
merous phone calls placed to
them trying to verify their

address as part of the process.
The county is split into 9 regions
for the purpose of readdressing
on the organized basis per re-
gion. Currently Bradford County
and its contractor for the pro-
ject are awaiting approval from
the post office to send out final
addresses in the first region,
which includes the Canton area.

The post office must approve
any addresses and is the final
authority before the county can
proceed with the distribution of
the new addresses. Once the
post office approves the ad-
dresses, which include several
thousand for Region 1, the
county will move forward to
send out the new addresses.
The post office has said it may

take up to two weeks for them to

complete their review and give the
go ahead. County staff along with

the Commissioners has been work-

ing to get residents response to
ensure a lower cost and quicker

timeline. If you know someone who
